· The District continues to make improvements to the Julian Brown Study Area.    The wildlife plots were again planted, the mature timber will soon be harvested and the area replanted.  Undesirable plant species will again be cut and sprayed.  Intern Andrew Cobb from UGA School of Forestry developed a new brochure and pamphlet identifying the various areas of the study area last year and has marked the trees for harvest.  A series of permanent signs were also developed and set in place in cooperation with Oconee River RC&D Council, to identify key areas within the study area.
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· Supervisor Crista Carrell, in partnership with Oconee River RC&D, continues to administer a $16,870 grant from the Georgia Forestry Commission to benefit Monroe’s community forest.  The grant will provide for an inventory of trees on city property, a management plan, and educational programs for the public and city/county employees.  Several civic organizations, citizens, city government employees and officials, and state and federal agency personnel have committed the in-kind hours and funding to make the effort a success.
· The District continues to devote a great deal of time and effort in cooperation with the Conservation Commission, dealing with erosion and sediment control issues in Walton County.  Monthly updates are given on erosion and sediment plan approvals and developments in the county, to the district.  The Natural Resources Conservation Service reviews the E&S plans for Walton County. 
· The District was a sponsor of Atha Road Elementary School’s Making the Shade project, which planted more than forty trees on the campus.  In other community forestry efforts, the District was awarded funding through Oconee River RC&D Council for tree planting and maintenance at two parks.  Matthews Park and Childers Park in Monroe will each receive $6,000 worth of trees in the fall of 2010.  

· The District supervisors are actively involved in the Georgia Association of Conservation District Supervisors (GACDS) and the National Association of Conservation Districts (NACD).  John Redding continues to devote much of his time to conservation serving as NACD Past President, having represented Georgia on a national level and as an employee of the Walton County SWCD.  Supervisor Crista Carrell continues as Executive Director of the GACDS and has organized and conducted very effective training programs for supervisors on a statewide basis.  Three supervisors attended the GACDS annual meeting held in Athens in January, and Supervisor Nathan Malcom attended training in Dublin in August. 
· In cooperation with the Natural Resources Conservation Service, the district continues to set priorities for the approval of Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) applications.  Fourteen EQIP applications totaling $144341.00 (844 acres) were contracted in 2009.  Four WHIP applications totaling $31980 (379 acres) and five CSP applications totaling $7464.00 (118 acres)were funded.
