GSWCC will conduct a free on-farm assessment, offer free soil testing, develop an updated Nutrient Management Plan
,
 and provide an incentive payment for participation in the program. GSWCC will assist in identifying potential funding sources to complete improvements based on the farm assessment. There is no cost to farmers for this service.
Nutrient Management Plans are recommended for all animal feeding operations, including poultry farms. An assessment and updated NMP saves costs while improving soil health and water quality by avoiding the over application of fertilizers to fields, preventing runoff of nutrients into creeks and streams, and improving the disposal of dead animals.
The Altamaha River Basin is located within the boundaries of the Altamaha Soil and Water Conservation District (Appling and Jeff Davis counties), Coastal Soil and Water Conservation District (Long and McIntosh counties), Ogeechee River Soil and Water Conservation District (Tattnall County), Ohoopee River Soil and Water Conservation District (Montgomery and Toombs counties), and Satilla River Soil and Water Conservation Distr
ict (Glynn and Wayne counties).
