The Columbia County Soil and Water Conservation District Board of Supervisors met on Monday, April 2, 2012 at 2:00 p.m. in the Conference Room of the Security Federal Bank in Evans, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  Sam Booher, Jeanie Hill, Gene Hair and John Shearouse.  Supervisor absent was:  Rick Crawford.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Beth Walker and Wendy Lowenthal.
Vice-Chairman Hill gave the welcome and Supervisor Booher gave the invocation.
The minutes of the March meeting were approved on a motion by Booher and seconded by Hair.  The motion passed.
County Employee Lowenthal presented forty-six (46) erosion and sediment control plans reviewed by Columbia County over the last month with forty-two (42) being approved.
District treasurer Hair gave the treasury report.  The report was approved on a motion by Shearouse and seconded by Booher.  The motion passed.

Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos distributed the district’s annual plan of work and asked the supervisors to review and update it and return it to him at the next district meeting.  Amos also reported that the qualifying period for the elected supervisor positions is May 23-25, 2012 by 12:00 noon and he reminded them to fill out and turn in their financial disclosure form.  He also requested if the supervisors would like to pay for a student to attend the NRC Workshop with the district’s state allotted funds, they need to get him the application as soon as possible.  He then distributed the GACDS monthly report.

Soil Conservationist Walker gave the NRCS report.  She reported one (1) erosion and sediment control plan submitted for ratification – Grove Landing Sec. 3, Phase 2 and 2A (rev. 1) – review #4088.  The plan was approved on a motion by Shearouse and seconded by Hair.  The motion passed.
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RC&D report was given by Shearouse.  He reported that the rewrite of the bylaws was accepted by the Council members.
In other district business:  the supervisors discussed ways to keep attendance up at the Wildgame Supper and one suggestion is partnering with another group like 4-H to help attendance.  After further discussion Billy Clayton was suggested as the keynote speaker for next year’s annual meeting.
