The Columbia County Soil and Water Conservation District Board of Supervisors met on Monday, May 7, 2012 at 2:00 p.m. in the Conference Room of the Security Federal Bank in Evans, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  Sam Booher, Gene Hair and John Shearouse.  Supervisors absent were:  Jeanie Hill and Rick Crawford.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Lori Jessee and Cread Brown.
Supervisor Shearouse gave the welcome and invocation.
