Chairman Reed gave the welcome and Supervisor Bufford gave the Invocation.
Regional Representative Amos read the January 2012 minutes and they were approved by the supervisors.

The treasury report was skipped until the next district meeting.
Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Reed reported that he received a letter concerning GACDS dues and after discussion, this item was tabled until the next district meeting.  Amos reported that soil stewardship material has been delivered and the district needs to develop a budget for the remaining state allotted funds.
