The supervisors of the Lincoln County Soil and Water Conservation District met on Thursday, April 5, 2012 at 12:00 noon at The Hardees Restaurant in Lincolnton, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  Curry Hogan, Stanton Tankersley, Leroy Bufford, Marcus Matthews and Olin Reed = 100%.  Others present were:  Robert Amos and Rory Richardson.
Chairman Reed gave the welcome and Supervisor Bufford gave the Invocation.
Regional Representative Amos read the March minutes and they were approved by the supervisors.

District Treasurer Hogan gave the treasury report.  The report was approved by the supervisors.  Hogan also reported that the no-till drill is being rented and will report acreage at the next district meeting.
Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos distributed the district’s annual plan of work and asked the supervisors to report any changes by the next district meeting.  After discussion the supervisors asked Amos to add an action item for the district to seek funds to convert a church family center into a disaster shelter.  The supervisors also discussed donating to the Farm Safety Camp and agreed to donate first aid kits again this year.  Amos distributed the GACDS report.
District Conservationist Richardson gave the NRCS report.  Richardson reported that they are working with producers to make sure they stay on schedule with their cost-share contracts.  Richardson also reported on RC&D activities.  He stated that there is a Steering Committee meeting on April 9th for the Little River 319.  The supervisors discussed the working chute. No action was taken.  Tankersley expressed the need to have another representative from Lincoln County attend the RC&D meeting.  No action was taken.
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The next district meeting will be Thursday, May 3, 2012 at The Glory House Restaurant in Lincolnton, Georgia.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
