The Supervisors of the McDuffie County Soil and Water Conservation District met on Monday, May 7, 2012 at 11:30 a.m. at Ryan’s Steakhouse Restaurant in Thomson, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  George Reeves, Larry Morris, Fred Vergeer, Carroll Burton and Donald Palmer = 100%.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Deborah Auldridge and Ervin Hart.
Chairman Burton gave the welcome and Supervisor Palmer gave the invocation.
The minutes of the April meeting were approved on a motion by Reeves and seconded by Palmer.  The motion passed.
District Treasurer Reeves gave the treasury report.  He reported twenty-six (26) paid affiliate memberships to date.  The report was approved by the supervisors.
Palmer reported on the no-till drill.  He reported the drill is being rented and he will report acreage at the next district meeting.  Palmer also stated that the drill still needs maintenance work done on it.
Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos reported the remaining state allotment would be spent on providing scholarships to the Natural Resources Conservation Workshop.
Soil Conservationist Hart gave the NRCS report and erosion and sediment control report.  Hart reported one (1) erosion and sediment control plan submitted for ratification – Renovation of the Brickyard-Phase II – review no. 321 – approved.  The plan was approved on a motion by Vergeer and seconded by Reeves.  The motion passed.
Auldridge reported on FSA activities.  She stated that NAP insurance can be purchased now through August 15, 2012 and the DEP signup deadline is June 1, 2012.  Auldridge also reported that County Committee election petitions are being accepted; milk payments are being made and the March rate is $0.83 per 100 weight.
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The next district meeting will be held on Monday, June 4, 2012 at 11:30 a.m. at Ryan’s Steakhouse Restaurant in Thomson, Georgia.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
