The Supervisors of the McDuffie County Soil and Water Conservation District met on Monday, June 4, 2012 at 11:30 a.m. at Ryan’s Steakhouse Restaurant in Thomson, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  George Reeves, Larry Morris, Fred Vergeer, Carroll Burton and Donald Palmer = 100%.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Deborah Auldridge and Ervin Hart.
Chairman Burton gave the welcome and Supervisor Palmer gave the invocation.
The minutes of the May meeting were approved on a motion by Palmer and seconded by Reeves.  The motion passed.
District Treasurer Reeves gave the treasury report.  The report was approved by the supervisors.
Palmer reported on the no-till drill.  He reported 48.0 acres have been planted since the last district meeting and the drill is currently being rented.  Palmer also reported that he has made several attempts to contact Central Savannah River RC&D about getting the drill repaired but has been unsuccessful on getting the work approved.  After discussion, the supervisors agreed to send Central Savannah River RC&D a letter asking them to consider selling the drill to the district, repairing the drill or picking the drill up.  The report was approved by the supervisors.
Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos reported the districts annual plan of work has been turned in to the state office and the supervisors will need to complete the district audit and turn it in at the next district meeting.  Amos also reported that the NACD Southeastern Meeting will be held in Destin, FL on July 29-31, 2012.
Soil Conservationist Hart gave the NRCS report.
Auldridge reported on FSA activities.  She reported that DCP signup ended June 1, 2012.  Auldridge also reported that they are taking NAP insurance applications but are 
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unsure if the program will be funded next year and milk payments for April were $1.21/100 weight.  She then stated they will accept county committee petitions starting June 15, 2012 and FSA will be closing three (3) field offices state-wide.
The district WILL NOT HOLD A MONTHLY MEETING DURING THE MONTH OF JULY, 2012.  The next district meeting will be held on Monday, August 6, 2012 at 11:30 a.m. at Ryan’s Steakhouse Restaurant in Thomson, Georgia.
