The Supervisors of the Oconee River Soil and Water Conservation District met at 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, May 9, 2012 in the District Office in Winder, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  David Jackson, Dewey Johnson, Tony Embrick, Janice Marable and Bernard Garrett.  Supervisor absent was:  Balfour Hunnicutt.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Wyukia Coleman, Jose Pagan, Gerald Grace, Jimmy Mock, T. J. O’Neal and Jimmy Harris.

Chairman Jackson presided and Regional Representative Amos gave the invocation.
The minutes of the April meeting were amended as follows:  The district will reimburse any supervisor attending the GACDS Annual Meeting and Supervisor Training for the first time, their registration and lodging, and any supervisor attending the GACDS Annual Meeting, Group II Summer Meeting and Supervisor Training, only registration will be paid and this will be reviewed on a yearly basis and as funds are available.  A motion to approve the minutes as amended was made by Garrett and seconded by Marable.  The motion passed.
The treasury report was given by District Treasurer Marable.  The report was approved on a motion by Garrett and seconded by Embrick.  The motion passed.
District Office Coordinator Coleman gave the district office report.  The supervisors discussed obtaining scholarships for students that would like to attend the NRCW.  Amos gave an update on the price to get the district’s computer repaired.  After discussion, a motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Embrick to authorize Amos and Coleman to purchase a district computer.  The motion passed.  The supervisors discussed the affiliate members meeting and after discussion Garrett reported he would check on the availability of the Oconee County Civic Center and report back at the next district meeting.
Jackson reported fifteen (15) erosion and sediment control plans reported for ratification – eight (8) plans were approved on a motion by Embrick and seconded by Johnson.  The motion passed.
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Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos reported that the district’s state allotment has been allocated.  A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Embrick to approve the changes to the Annual Plan of Work and submit those changes to the state office.  The motion passed.  Amos also reported he has been contacted by an individual interested in the Athens-Clarke County supervisor position and he has provided the requested information.

District Conservationist Pagan and Mock gave the NRCS reports.

The district will not hold a meeting in the month of June, 2012.  The next district meeting will be Wednesday, July 11, 2012 at 10:00 a.m. at the District Office in Winder, Georgia.
