The Supervisors of the Upper Chattahoochee River Soil and Water Conservation met on Thursday, April 12, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. at Western Sizzlin Steakhouse in Cleveland, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  George Lyons, Charlie Tatum, Leonard Ridings, E. H. Reid, Tracy L. Grizzle, Kenneth Beasley, David Sills and Edsel Nix.  Supervisors absent were:  Morris Frady and Gilbert Barrett.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Buddy Belflower, Russell Biggers, Louise McPherson, Mary Sue Ridings and David Ingmire.

Chairman Ridings presided and Supervisor Nix gave the invocation.
Ingmire addressed the Board about concerns he has over watershed structure Setting Down Creek #16.  He expressed concerns over the dam not being maintained and the homeowners association refusing to get insurance on the dam; the lack of storm water management; the maintenance of septic systems and no maintenance on the storm water system.  Ingmire also stated he has contacted Jeff Holloway with NRCS and there is a court date set for June 5, 2012 to hear the case he has against the homeowners association.  He also reported that trees that are on the dam need to be removed and the root system completely removed and he thinks the backside of the dam is eroding away.  There’s also concern over property damage in the neighborhood should a catastrophic rain event occur.  Ridings stated he will contact NRCS and the State Soil and Water Conservation Commission to see what recommendations should be made concerning the structure.

The minutes of the March meeting were approved on a motion by Nix and seconded by Lyons.  The motion passed.
Ridings gave the treasury report.  A motion was made by Tatum and seconded by Nix to approve the report as mailed.  The motion passed.
Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos administrated the oath of office to reappointed supervisor Nix.  Amos then distributed the Annual Plan of Work and asked the supervisors to review the plan and
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update it and report back to him at the next district meeting.  After discussion, the supervisors agreed to meet thirty (30) minutes before the next district meeting to update the plan.  Amos also distributed the GACDS report and stated that elected supervisors need to fill out and turn in their financial disclosure form.

Erosion and sediment control plans were reported as follows:  
Forsyth County – forty-three (43) plans were submitted for ratification.  The plans were approved on a motion by Ridings and seconded by Reid.
Habersham County – two (2) plans submitted for ratification.  The plans were approved on a motion by Sills and seconded by Nix.

White County – one (1) plan submitted for ratification.  The plan was approved on a motion by Nix and seconded by Sills.  The motions passed.
District Conservationist Belflower gave the NRCS report.  He reported that EQIP contracts have been signed and producers are already working on completing them.  Belflower also reported that NRCS State Engineer Holloway will send a report to the District concerning Setting Down #16.
Nix reported on RC&D activities.  He reported that there is a meeting scheduled for April 16, 2012.
In other district business:  Ridings read a letter from Commission Director Brent Dykes on the District updating the Annual Plan of Work.  He also reported that he received an invoice from NACD concerning dues.  After discussion, a motion was made by Tatum and seconded by Nix to pay $775 in NACD dues.  The motion passed.
The next meeting will be Thursday, May 10, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in Habersham County.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
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
