The supervisors held a brief business session prior to the Annual Meeting starting.  Chairman Wheatley called the meeting to order.  
District treasurer Yeany gave the treasury report.  A motion to approve the report and pay the Classic Award invoice was made by C. Brown and seconded by Andrews.  The motion passed.
Resource Specialist Coleman gave the State Conservation Commission Report.  She reported that the GACDS Annual Meeting will be held at Château Élan on January 6-8, 2012; registration and hotel information will be mailed out soon.  Coleman reported that the terms of appointed supervisors Bass, C. Brown and Yeany have or will expire. A motion was made by McLane and seconded by Andrews to recommend the reappointment with C. Brown as first choice; Morris King as second choice and Kenny York as third choice.  A motion was made by Andrews and seconded by McLane to recommend the reappointment with Yeany as first choice; Mike Whitehead as second choice and Jimmy Yarboro as third choice.  The motions were approved by the supervisors.  Coleman also reported that Philip Brown, NRCS would like for the district to sponsor a Forage Field Day on December 2, 2011 in Wilkes County.  A 
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motion to sponsor the field day was made by Yeany and seconded by Fleming.  The motion passed.
