The Supervisors of the Oconee River Soil and Water Conservation District met at 1:30 p.m. on Wednesday, December 14, 2011 in the District Office in Winder, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  Dewey Johnson, Tony Embrick, Janice Marable and Bernard Garrett.  Supervisors absent were:  David Jackson and Balfour Hunnicutt.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Kelli Coleman, Wyukia Coleman, T. J. O’Neal, Jimmy Mock, Glenn Head and Willard Neal.

Vice-Chairman Garrett presided and Regional Representative Amos gave the invocation.  The minutes of the November meeting were approved on a motion by Johnson and seconded by Embrick.  The motion passed.
The treasury report was given by District Treasurer Marable.  A motion was made by Embrick and seconded by Johnson to approve the report.  The motion passed.
District Office Coordinator W. Coleman gave the district office report.  The supervisors discussed the appointed supervisor position in Clarke County and Amos explained the options the supervisors have.  After discussion, a motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Marable to make Hunnicutt Supervisor Emeritus.  The motion passed.
Garrett reported seven (7) erosion and sediment control plans reported for ratification.  Five (5) plans were approved.  A motion was made by Embrick and seconded by Johnson to approve the plans.  The motion passed.
Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  He reviewed the request to redefine the easement on Barber Creek #6 and he distributed the review letter from NRCS Engineers approving the proposed redefined easement elevation.  After discussion, a motion was made by Embrick and seconded by Johnson to authorize Jackson to sign the new easement to reflect the redefined easement elevation.  The motion passed.  Amos again reported that the GACDS Annual Meeting is scheduled for January 6-8, 2011 at the Chateau Elan in Braselton, Georgia and he is preparing a presentation on the district to be given at the annual meeting.  The supervisors discussed donating an item to GACDS for the auction and

after discussion, they agreed to donate a Chateau Elan package deal.  Also after discussion, a motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Embrick to keep the same district officers for 2012 as follows:  Chairman-Jackson; Vice-Chairman-Garrett; Treasurer-Marable and Chaplain-Rev. Plank.  The motion passed.  Amos then reported that he submitted the final payment request along with the additional requested documentation for the outreach grant and those funds should come to the district in the next few days.

Soil Conservationist Head and District Conservationist Pagan gave the NRCS reports.
Resource Specialist K. Coleman gave the RC&D report.  She stated that the Annual Meeting for the Oconee River RC&D will be held January 19, 2012 at the Oconee County Civic Center.
In other district business:  the supervisors discussed changing the district meeting time.  No action was taken.
