The supervisors of the Hall County Soil and Water Conservation District met on Tuesday, November 8, 2011 in the Agricultural Service Center Building in Gainesville, Georgia.
Supervisors present were:  Mike Haynes, T. Larry Nix, Gene Anderson, Sewell Blackstock and Jane Hemmer = 100%.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Rev. Mark Spence, Buddy Belflower, Cindy Edge, Greg Bell and Michael Wheeler.
Chairman Haynes gave the welcome and District Chaplain Spence gave the invocation.

The minutes of the October meeting were approved on a motion by Hemmer and seconded by Anderson.  The motion passed.

District Treasurer Nix gave the treasury report.  A motion to approve the treasury report was made by Nix and seconded by Blackstock.  The motion passed.

The supervisors discussed the Annual Affiliate Members Meeting and Nix suggested writing Governor Deal a letter inviting him to speak at next years 30th anniversary banquet.  The supervisors set the following dates in order of importance for the 2012 annual meeting:  October 4th, 2nd or 9th.

Belflower gave the NRCS report.  He reported two (2) erosion and sediment control plans were submitted for ratification.  A motion was made by Nix and seconded by Hemmer to approve the plans.  The motion passed.  Belflower reported that his office has been working to make sure all outstanding EQIP contracts are brought up to date and NRCS is favoring smaller cost-share contracts on a shorter completion time frame to ensure the contracts are completed and are not allowing modification once the contracts are signed.
Extension Agent Wheeler gave the extension service report.  Wheeler reported that he is continuing to meet with and provide support to local gardening groups.  He also reported the following dates:  November 14, 2011-4-H Awards Banquet and November 15, 2011-Ag Awards Breakfast.
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Nix gave the RC&D report.  He reported that the Council held a meeting October 28, 2011 and discussed the maintenance on the watershed structures.  Nix also reported that Edsel Nix from the Upper Chattahoochee River SWCD has announced his resignation from the RC&D Board effective January 1, 2012.  Office Coordinator Edge reported that RC&D dues are due and a motion was made by Nix and seconded by Blackstock to pay the dues.  The motion passed.  A motion was made by Hemmer and seconded by Anderson to keep the same representatives from the district to represent the district at RC&D meetings.  The motion passed.
Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos reported that Supervisor Blackstock term is expiring.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Nix to recommend the reappointment with Blackstock as first choice; Charles H. Adams as second choice and Cecil A. Blackstock as third choice.  The motion passed.  Amos also reported that the GACDS Annual Meeting is scheduled for January 6-8, 2011 at the Chateau Elan in Braselton, Georgia.  Amos requested that the district complete and turn in the district audit.
In other district business:  Belflower asked the supervisors to review the invite list for the December Christmas Meeting and let him know if there needed to be any changes.  Haynes reported that GACDS is requesting items be donated for the auction at the annual meeting.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Nix to donate the same amount as the district donated last year.  The motion passed.  A motion was then made by Anderson and seconded by Nix to donate $150 for the Farm City Breakfast.  The motion passed.  Haynes read a letter notifying the district their annual plan of work was approved.  Hemmer reported that NACD Annual Meeting is scheduled for January 29-February 4, 2012 in Las Vegas.

The next district meeting will be held at 7:00 p.m., Thursday, December 15, 2011 at Jaemor Farm Market Barn in Alto, Georgia.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
