The Supervisors of the McDuffie County Soil and Water Conservation District met on Monday, December 5, 2011 at 11:30 a.m. at Ryan’s Steakhouse Restaurant in Thomson, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  George Reeves, Larry Morris, Fred Vergeer and Donald Palmer.  Supervisor absent was:  Carroll Burton.  Others present were:  Robert Amos and Ervin Hart.
Vice-Chairman Vergeer gave the welcome and Supervisor Palmer gave the invocation.  The minutes of the November meeting were approved on a motion by Palmer and seconded by Reeves.  The motion passed.
District Treasurer Reeves gave the treasury report.  The supervisors discussed the RC&D dues.  After discussion a motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Morris to pay $100 for RC&D dues.  The motion passed.
Palmer gave the no-till drill report.  He reported the drill has been rented and there are approximately 30 acres left to plant and the drill will need maintenance before the next planting season.  Palmer also reported the disks and the bearings on the drill need to be replaced.  The report was approved by the supervisors.

Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos reported that the GACDS Annual Meeting will be held January 6-8, 2012 at the Chateau Elan in Braselton, Georgia and he encouraged the supervisors to attend.  Amos also reported on the amount in the district’s state allotment.
Soil Conservationist Hart gave the NRCS report.  Hart reported three (3) erosion and sediment control plans submitted for ratification.  The plans were approved on a motion by Palmer and seconded by Morris.  The motion passed.
Morris gave the FSA report.  He reported that 80% loss on grazing was approved for producers that purchased NAP insurance.
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The next district meeting will be held on Monday, January 9, 2012 at 11:30 a.m. at the Ryan’s Steakhouse Restaurant in Thomson, Georgia.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
