The Supervisors of the Oconee River Soil and Water Conservation District met at 1:30 p.m. on Wednesday, November 9, 2011 in the District Office in Winder, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  David Jackson, Dewey Johnson, Tony Embrick and Bernard Garrett.  Supervisors absent were:  Balfour Hunnicutt and Janice Marable.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Kelli Coleman, Wyukia Coleman and Willard Neal.

Chairman Jackson presided and Regional Representative Amos gave the invocation.  The minutes of the October meeting were approved on a motion by Garrett and seconded by Embrick.  The motion passed.
The treasury report was given by District Office Coordinator Coleman.  A motion was made by Garrett and seconded by Embrick to approve the report.  The motion passed.
Coleman gave the district office report.  The supervisors discussed the plan reviews being done by the district.
Jackson reported twelve (12) erosion and sediment control plans reported for ratification.  Three (3) plans were approved.  A motion was made by Embrick and seconded by Johnson to approve the plans.  The motion passed.
Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  He reported the GACDS Annual Meeting is scheduled for January 6-8, 2011 at the Chateau Elan in Braselton, Georgia.  Amos reported supervisors terms expiring for the following:  Garrett and Embrick.  A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Embrick to recommend the reappointment with Garrett as first choice; Charles Osborn as second choice and Bobby Sanders as third choice.  A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Garrett to recommend the reappointment with Embrick as first choice; Daryl Williamson as second choice and Joel David as third choice.  The motions were approved by the supervisors.  They then discussed the term of Supervisor Hunnicutt and agreed to send him a letter to see what his intentions are concerning his position.  
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Amos delivered a reimbursement check from the outreach grant and let the supervisors know that he has submitted the second and final request.
In other district business:  Amos reported that there is a request to better define the easement around Barber Creek watershed lake #6.  After discussion a motion was made by Garrett and seconded by Embrick to forward the request to NRCS Engineers.  The motion passed.
