Tax Return Checkoff Donation Supports Georgia Land Conservation

Individual taxpayers may donate to the GLCP by adding a dollar amount to line 29 on Georgia
Form 500 or line 13 on Georgia Form 500EZ. This amount is subtracted from the overall refund
or added to the overall payment. Contributions are deductible in tax year 2016.
