The Supervisors of the Upper Chattahoochee River Soil and Water Conservation District met on Thursday, December 8, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. in the Ballroom at Baby Land General in Cleveland, Georgia.

Supervisors present were:  George Lyons, Leonard Ridings, E. H. Reid, Charlie Tatum, Gilbert Barrett, Tracy Grizzle, Kenneth Beasley, David Sills and Edsel Nix.  Supervisor absent was:  Morris Frady.  Others present were:  Robert Amos, Kelli Coleman, Rev. Joe Vernon, Buddy Belflower, Russell Biggers, Louise McPherson and approximately 10 other guests.
Chairman Ridings presided and gave the welcome.  District Chaplain Rev. Vernon gave the invocation.
The minutes of the November meeting were approved on a motion by Barrett and seconded by Lyons.  The motion passed.

The treasury report was given by Ridings.  A motion was made by Beasley and seconded by Lyons to approve the report as mailed.  The motion passed.
Erosion and sediment control plans were reported as follows:

Forsyth County – 70 plans submitted for ratification.  A motion was made by Reid and seconded by Tatum to approve the plans.  The motion passed.
Regional Representative Amos gave the State Conservation Commission report.  Amos reported that the GACDS Annual Meeting will be held January 6-8, 2012 at the Chateau Elan in Braselton, Georgia and he encouraged the supervisors to attend.  Amos distributed rain gauges and cooperator signs to the supervisors and stated that they need to update the monthly meeting schedule.  Ridings appointed Barrett, Grizzle, Sills and Tatum to the officer nominating committee and asked them to report at the next district meeting.
District Conservationist Biggers gave the NRCS report.  Biggers reported that the EQIP allocation for Georgia has not been set yet.
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Chestatee-Chattahoochee RC&D report was given by Nix.  He reported that RC&D has appointed a committee to recommend appointments to three executive board vacancies.
In other district business:  Beasley asked the supervisors to think of auction items the district could donate for the GACDS auction.

The business session was adjourned and the Supervisors, Upper Chattahoochee River Ladies Auxiliary and guests were treated to an inspirational Christmas message delivered by Chaplain Vernon and they then exchanged gifts and the meeting was adjourned.
